C.B.J. REPORT:  (Kathie) 

· The whirlpool at DPAC is to be worked on and finished Oct. 15th.

· There were about 1/3 of the women’s locker room tiles replaced because they weren’t staying down. 

TREASURER’S REPORT:  (Vickie) 

· Continued pushes for meet travel

· The amount budgeted for a meet reimbursement is divided by how many swimmers are attending.

COACH’S REPORT:  (Scott) 

· 168 members are active, which is 30% up from last year.

· 56 brand new swimmers.

· 75% of swim activity is at the valley pool.

· Need to discuss GSC’s team vision/mission, and the idea was to have an outside club member facilitate a discussion. 

· The 1st time trial of the year was a huge success on Saturday night. There were a lot of people watching in the stand and many best time swims. 

· Set-up and clean-up assistants are needed for when time trials/meets are hosted to help with set-up and take down of equipment. This would count towards service hours. 

· The Hasty Half Marathon was also a huge success. This year it was a tribute to the Savannah Cayce memorial fund. The race started at the Rainforest Trail and the finish line was at Sandy Beach. At the rest stations lining the course there was a mix of GSC, JDHS, and TMHS swimmers/divers cheering on the runners. Coach Scott ran the race.

· There was a World Swimming Coaches Association (WSCA) clinic to which we sent coaches Scott Griffith, John Wray, and Lisa Jones. There are several rule changes and requirements that maybe be implemented in the near future, a lot of them having to do with safety on deck for swimmers and coaches. Overall the coaches said the clinic was very helpful and Scott would like to attend again next time.

· There will be a Masters swim meet January 18th and 19th.

· This season we are not attending AK Open, or Senior Sectionals. Both meets have a low attendance rate and instead we are going to attend Region 12, which has cuts that are closer to J.O. times. The Region 12 meet will be on February 28th-March 3rd  in Oregon. It will be a meet geared towards the Orca swim group and qualifying times will be posted shortly. The goal is to have more swimmers qualify and attend the meet.
