The Foothills Stingrays Swim Club is a not-for-profit amateur swim club based in Okotoks, Alberta since 

1997 offering both competitive and non-competitive programs. Although the Foothills Stingrays Swim 

Club is a small group of about one hundred swimmers from the ages of 4 to 18 year, these swimmers have 

the talent and get the results as if they were swimmers of a much larger and established organization. 

“Pound for pound these swimmers are the best team in the province if not the country”, says Head 

Coach Todd Melton.  With a vision to "Develop swimmers and families to create a culture of sustainable 

provincial, national, and international swimming excellence." 

 

 

The Foothills Stingrays have come a long way in the past few years, and are now celebrating more and 

more victories.  Nine years ago a swimmer was happy to be amongst the couple swimmers qualified for 

the Age Group Championships located within the province of Alberta.   Fast forward and with faster 

qualifying standards they have over twenty swimmers able to say the same of this accomplishment.  In 

fact, the Foothills Stingrays brought home eight provincial team championship banners over that period.   

The 2015-2016 season was very successful for the swimmers as they qualified for Age Group Nationals, 

Western Nationals, and Summer Nationals.  At the Alberta Age Group Championships in July, the Stingrays 

were well represented, and nabbed numerous medals.  This was an overall team effort that aided in the 

team coming away with another provincial championship banner.  The swimmers came away with twenty-

five medals from eight different swimmers as well as another fourteen more top eight finishes. 
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This summer we had our best showing at Age Group Nationals in Calgary.  Eight of our swimmers qualified 

to attend the competition that showcases the fastest swimmers in all of Canada.  Our small team were 

able to compete against clubs across the country with some up to six times the size of the Stingrays.  Out 

of 150 teams at the competition our team placed 19th overall.  This is especially impressive considering 

the scores total doesn’t take into consideration the size of the swim club.  The Foothills Stingrays came 

away with an impressive seven medals by five different swimmers.  Not only that but they managed 

another twelve additional top 8 swims.   

With this much success in such a little time, Head Coach Todd Melton is extremely proud of the efforts 

and results the Stingrays Swimmers have demonstrated, and is very excited to see what happens next 

from their "small team."  The quality of the coaching at every level throughout the team has definitely 

lead to their success. 

 In their home town Okotoks’ swimming pool the Foothills Stingrays organize their own swim meets.  We 

are looking forward to two key competitions in our home pool next season.  Black & Blue is a successful 

three day swim meet which is attended by many Alberta swim clubs and even clubs from other provinces. 

For many swimmers this important meet is seen as a springboard to achieving their goals:  a provincial or 

championship time set by Swim Alberta.  We also host another two day meet called Jack Frost that will 

host similar clubs with the same goal in mind for our swimmers.  These meets are very popular for many 

younger swimmers as it is their first experience to participate in an official meet.   It is a great way to learn 

how to be disciplined to be on time for the races, and behave in a competitive environment.  But as our 

coaches say, the most important thing is to have fun! 

The club swims out of the 6-lane competitive swimming pool at the Okotoks’ Recreation Centre. The 

Foothills Stingrays Swim Club offers a variety of programs that support the new and experienced 

swimmer.
