Operations: 
· Liaise with town, MD, and provincial elected officials and candidates, where appropriate, to build awareness of the Club.
· Liaise with other aquatic organizations (swimming, water polo, synchro, etc.) to coordinate the sharing of resources and to take advantage of greater numbers when working with municipal committees.
· Fulfill the duties of the Safe Sport Officer by offering and tracking the completion of any MAVS mandatory educational programs, applying anti-bullying procedures as needed, and to work with families to promote an atmosphere of respect and acceptance.
· Assists with screening of chaperones for Team Travel.
· Work with the Equipment director to promote the use of the MAVS brand.
· Work with the team manager to increase general visibility of the club in the media.
· Work with the team manager to develop positive relationships with staff at the Okotoks Rec Center.
· Work with Swim Alberta/Swimming Canada, where appropriate, to raise awareness and visibility of the club with our governing bodies.
