Swim Meet entries: When an OP swimmer is eligible for a swim meet, coaches will enter them into the meet, and select their races. An email will be sent to the
family with meet dates and general details, and a due date for changes; parents do not have to register for the meet. However, if a swimmer cannot attend the meet
because of schedule conflicts, parents have until the final due date for changes to withdraw, using the MAC website... parents may also send an email to the
Olympic Prospects Director to withdraw (must be done before the due date, or swim meet fees will be charged)

* For OP swimmers new to competition, their first swim meet will be the next “MiniMeet”, where we can teach appropriate swim meet procedures and routines in a
more evenly paced environment.
