He follows through

to help them reach for and meet those goals. Every Monday he sends motivational Monday

emails and I look forward to them each week and I know I’m not the only one. There are water

bottle awards at practice each Monday after a meet that mean so much to these children. Caleb

was so awesome, supportive and motivating at 11-14 state that my kids said that Caleb himself

should get the water bottle that week. He knew just what to say and how to say it to get my

kiddo out of his head before a race and we are grateful. He makes these kids feel safe and

supported not just by him but by the incredible community he fosters on deck. He teaches the

Schroeder way and other life lessons at practice that are helping to shape incredible human

beings. We are all so grateful to have Caleb in our everyday life! His air fist bumps along with a

“yeah” make me smile every time. I’ve seen him jump in excitement cheering for an entire 500

free….i have no doubt that kids swam faster seeing him do that on the side. He is awesome and

deserves this recognition!! Thanks for all you do Caleb!! Cellie!! Cellie!! Cellie!!
