USA Swimming 2023 Rulebook Open Water Temperature Requirements:
Rule 702.2
1. Minimum water temperature: 60.8 °F
2. Air + Water temperature from 118 °F – 177.4°F
Rule 701.1.2B
1. … with water temperature below 68.0 °F, participants may use either swimsuits or wetsuits (refer to 701.4.5).
2. 701.1.2A: …FINA rules regarding use of wetsuits shall apply.
 Rule 701.4
701.4 SWIMWEAR
.1 No swimmer shall be allowed to use or wear any device that may be an aid to his/her speed, endurance, or buoyancy. A maximum of two (2) caps may be used.
.2 Except as provided in 701.1.2, wetsuits, flotation aids or any similar items, and anything used to maintain body heat, except a reasonable application of body grease, are not allowed.
.3 Only swimsuits complying with FINA Open Water swimsuit specifications may be worn in any USA Swimming sanctioned or approved open water competition.
.4 Swimsuits for both men and women shall not cover the neck, extend past the shoulder, nor extend below the ankle.
.5 Wetsuits — Wetsuits are swimsuits made of material providing thermal insulation. Wetsuits for both men and women shall completely cover the torso, back, and shall not extend beyond the neck, wrists or ankles. The thickness of material(s) used shall be maximum 5 mm. In addition, the outer surface of the wetsuit shall not include outstanding shapes, such as ridges, fins, etc.

Recommendations:
1. Based on updated forecast, air temperatures for 6/15, the clinic, are 3-4 degrees lower than predicted yesterday, and for the competition Friday, 1-2 degrees lower. Advise Athletes, Coaches, Officials, Volunteers, Spectators to have layers available to wear due to cool weather on morning of the competition.
2. Water temperature today 6/14 is virtually the same as yesterday, half a degree lower. If the water temperature is below 60.8 °F when warm ups are set to begin, warm ups and the start shall be delayed until the temperature reaches 60.8 °F or higher. 
3. If the water temperature is below 68.0 °F (and at or above 60.8 °F), wetsuits may be worn but shall be in compliance with FINA (World Aquatics) rules. Link to approved swimwear: https://approved.swimwear.fina.org/
4. Onsite air and water temperature measurements will be repeated Thursday and Friday, and either sent to the coaches and/or posted on the meet landing page.
