Financials:

· The Section is in very good financial shape.

· Proposal made and approved to reduce host splash fees to $0.50 beginning March 2019 through March 2020, after which the treasurer will make a recommendation on whether the reduction should continue.

· Proposal made and approved to increase Nationals/US Open travel reimbursement levels for Sectional meet contestants to $400 (up from $200.)

· Proposal made and tabled to add reimbursements for Junior Nationals to the program.

Membership:

· Proposal made and approved to block teams from entering Sectional meets unless they are ESSZ members in good standing prior to the entry deadline—teams would no longer be allowed to bring membership applications and fees to the meet.

· Membership fees are $25 until 12/31 when they increase to $150.

· Proposal made and approved to allow teams to join for the Quad at $100.

 

2020 Meets:

· Proposal made and approved to move up the 2020 location voting from the summer meet to the spring meet to allow hosts to secure facilities more readily. For 2020 meets, the bid forms will be sent out in January, bids will be due in March, and if needed an email vote will be taken in April. 

· SR Sectionals March 5-8, 2020

· AG Sectionals March 12-15, 2020

· SR Sectionals July 9-12, 2020 (USA Swimming Invitational Augh 4-8)

· Bids for 2021 meets will be voted on at the next spring SR Sectional meet, March 7, 2020.

 

Sectional Meet Eligibility Changes for ESSZ Swimmers:

· Swimmers in SR Sectionals must have at least one Sectional qualifying time to compete. They may swim as many bonus events as they choose subject to the daily and meet entry limits. Swimmers who fail to swim the Sectional qualifying time in their bonus event are subject to the Sectional fines as outlined in the meet announcement.

· Relay Only swimmers may swim up to 2 time trials provided they compete on at least one relay during the meet. Failure to compete in a relay event will result in a fine.

 

Sectional Meet Eligibility Changes for Out of Section Swimmers:

· All out of section competitors must have at least one proven Futures cut to enter the meet and must have proven Sectional qualifying times in all other events entered.

· Out of section Relay Only swimmers are not permitted to enter the meet.

· Swimmers and teams who intend to enter the Sectional meet must get approval from the Sectional Chair/delegate no later than three months before the first day of the Sectional meet they want to enter.

· The General Meeting on Thursday will be held at 3:00.

· The Thursday evening session will begin at 5:00 with warm ups starting at 3:30.

· The 400 Free Relay will be contested on Sunday and the 400 Medley Relay will be contested on Friday.
