Coaches Report 
Coach Terry expressed his pleasure with the swimmer participation for the summer session and the volunteer turnout for the Long Course and Area 1&4 meets. He emphasized the importance of volunteers in order to host successful meets, and encouraged the Board to continue promoting the need for families to volunteer. Coach Terry announced that the number of swimmers on the team is now close to pre-COVID numbers. He advised that, in the interest of swimmer and coach safety, coaches may cancel practices on occasion due to inclimate weather, even if pool staff has not made the call to close the pool. He advised that the 10% fee increase for swimmers will take effect in September and locker room renovations at Trousdell will begin soon. During the renovation, there will be bathroom portables, but no showers. Due to the shower situation, the morning senior practice schedule will be moved to an earlier start-time to allow swimmers more time to shower elsewhere after practice to make it to school on time.

Treasurer Report

[bookmark: _gjdgxs]Treasurer Autry shared that for the period since the last booster meeting held 07/12/2023, we have a Total Income of $23,920.03. The boosters incurred $1,286.25 in Cost of Goods Sold (Area 1&4 T-shirts), which resulted in a Gross Income of $22,633.78. Notable income during this period was related to Meet entry fees and clothing/merchandise and concession sales.  For this period, the Boosters incurred Expenses totaling $14,662.61. Notable expenditures during this period were for awards and prizes (Area 1&4), hospitality/concessions (2023 Area 1&4 meet), meet sanction and splash fees (LC, Summer Developmentals and Area 1&4), coaches travel (FLAGS, Sr. Champs, Futures), and meet entry fees . For the period between 07/13/2023 and 08/15/2023, the Boosters generated Operating Income of $7,971.17. The Boosters account has a current balance of $45,775.73 which puts the Boosters in a sound financial position as we wrap up the Summer season and head into Fall.
