Old Business:
Mike Loser asked for update on scholarship criteria. Adam Rainey (South Pointe) explained that the committee’s chairperson resigned during the initial process.  Adam and Patricia Gettys (Mauldin) will discuss scholarship criteria and have a proposal for the Association before the SCSCA/SCHSL July meeting in Greenville.

New Business:

There is a current bill on the SCHSL/SCACA table that could allow for homeschool/charter schools to participate in any and all sports.  Mike will keep the Association informed of their decision.  Skip said it did not look favorable for homeschool/charter schools to be incorporated any time soon.

Host Schools/State Finals:

Constitutional Changes:
Mike suggested that a quorum be implemented into our Constitution.  The quorum would allow for those members present at SCSCA/SCHSL scheduled meetings to vote into effect any new constitutional changes/business.
Holly Bunting suggested 25% of registered members could make Constitutional changes.
Chris Gibbs stated that amendments/constitutional changes need to be submitted to everyone in advance before voting should take place.
Mike offered that 3 SCSCA officers be present in order to pass new amendments/changes.

Association agreed that 3 officers and 25% of registered SCACA (Swim) members could implement new Constitutional changes for the Association that would apply to the Association as a whole.  The Association will also allow for proxies to be considered while voting.
