Work Session Frequently Asked Questions

Have questions about working sessions at Marlins Home Meets?
Here are some answers!

HOW MANY SESSIONS IS MY FAMILY REQUIRED TO WORK?
· Three sessions are required per home meet
WHAT IS A SESSION?
· A session is usually not more than 4-5 hours long. Depending on the type of meet there may be a few as one or two sessions a day or as many as three. Morning/Afternoon/Evening
· It is essential that you arrive at the designated time for your session in contract to the posted start of the meet.
· If Mom and Dad both work the same session you receive credit for working two sessions. 
CAN I CHOOSE MY WORK SESSION?
· YES. Most parents choose to work the session their child is swimming in. There are a variety of jobs available. Timing, Concessions, Officiating, Admissions, Clerk of Course, Computer Table, Announcing, Award Room, Security, just to name a few
· Just sign up for the session and position you wish to work via our web page when the meet is posted. 
HOW MANY HOME MEETS ARE THERE?
· The Marlins currently has three home meet during the short course season. 
AM I REQUIRED TO WORK A MEET THAT MY SWIMMER IS NOT PARTICIPATING IN?
· YES. Marlins home meets are an important part of financial revenue and work sessions are part of each family’s financial obligation.
WHY DO FAMILIES WITH MULTIPLE SWIMMERS WORK THE SAME NUMBER OF SESSIONS AS THOSE WITH ONLY ONE?
· Since mostly parents meet work sessions, it is most fair to have an equal amount per family. Marlin’s financial accounts are handled per family, and the number of accounts determines work sessions required. 
WHAT HAPPENS IF OUR FAMILY CAN’T WORK A MEET?
· If a family cannot work their session, they may arrange to have someone work for them. Families can also contact the volunteer coordinator to ask about working ahead on Thursday night for set-up. This is approved on a case-by-case basis.


WHO CAN WORK?
· Anyone 14 years of age or older may work as a timer. Adults are required for most other jobs. Many have grandparents, aunts, uncles, etc. help out.
· Infant and toddlers cannot stay with you while you work your required volunteer sessions. Additionally, no children under the age of 14 should be behind the concession stand. 
HOW CAN I MAKEUP A WORK SESSION?
· If you have questions or special needs please contact the Volunteer Coordinator.
WHAT IS I CHOOSE TO NOT WORK MY REQUIRED SESSIONS?
- Any required sessions not fulfilled will incur a $50 fee per session.
