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1.Discrimination in violation of the Amateur Sports Act which requires that USA Swimming must provide
an equal opportunity to athletes, coaches, trainers, managers, administrators, and officials to participate in the
sport of swimming. Athletes must be allowed to participate and compete to the fullest extent allowed by the
Rules and Regulations. Discrimination against any member or participant on the basis of age, gender, race,
ethnicity, culture, religion, sexual orientation, gender expression, gender identity, genetics, mental or
physical disability, or any other status protected by federal, state or local law, where applicable, is prohibited
(USA Swimming 304.3).

2.Transgender Athletes - A minor transgender athlete member of a swim club should be allowed to
participate in accordance with his/her/their gender identity, irrespective of the sex listed on the athlete’s birth
certificate or other records and regardless of whether the athlete has undergone any medical procedure. This
means an athlete who is biologically female but identifies as a boy/man should be allowed to participate in
men’s events and an athlete who is biologically male but identifies as a girl/woman should be allowed to
participate in women’s events.
