Swimmer Recognition for making Jr Olympic, State, Zone, Sectional, 
and Junior National Time Standards.
1. Swimmers will be recognized for their achievements in the following time standards: Jr Olympic, State, Zone, Sectional, and Junior National Time Standards.
2. Swim caps will be given to the swimmers in recognition of their time achievement for Jr Olympic, State, Zone, Sectional, and Junior National Time Standards. Swim Caps will be provided each time a swimmer achieves their first time entry in to one of these standards. And the team will have silk screened the following on a CAP: JO Team, State Team, Zone team, Sectional Team, and Jr National Team. As the swimmer progresses through the time standards and makes the next cut they will receive the next Time standard cap during the season. (Example, swimmer makes their first State cut in Feb, they will receive a “State Team” cap, and then in March they make their first Zone time, they will receive a Zone Team cap as well)
3. For swimmers that achieve the first time standard of the above mentioned, Liquid Lightning will also provide an embroidery on the swimmers warm-up jacket (warm-up jacket to be purchased by the swimmer) of that time standard team (i.e. “State Team” or “Sectional Team”). The embroidery will only be provided once at no cost to the family by the team. Adding additional years, or time standard levels or on an additional warm-up jackets would be up to the swimmers parents and at their cost. (Example, swimmer makes first JO time cut in March and gets JO Team embroidered on their Jacket, if that swimmer then makes a State cut later in the year, the team will pay for the first one and the parents will pay for the additional cuts if they wish to have it embroidered) 
4. Qualifying swimmers can drop off (location TBD) their warm-up jackets between Sept 1- 15 or between April 15 - 30 to be embroidered. (This will take approx 2 weeks after all jackets are received to get them back to the swimmer, so please plan accordingly)
5. Warm-up jackets and warm-up pants will no longer be provided by the team for any level of swimmer. 
* We understand this is a change from past years as it relates to Sectional team members, but we hope that added recognition will help in rewarding ALL swimmers achievements for the significant time standards achieved above.*
