Any swimmer entered in the meet must be certified by a USA Swimming member coach as being
proficient in performing a racing start or must start each race from within the water without the use of
the backstroke ledge. When unaccompanied by a member-coach, it is the responsibility of the
swimmer, or the swimmer’s legal guardian, to ensure compliance with this requirement.

Medical supervision available to athletes will include lifeguards and an AED.

All adults participating in or associated with this meet acknowledge that they are subject to the
provisions of the USA Swimming Minor Athlete Abuse Prevention Policy (“MAAPP”), and that they
understand that compliance with MAAPP is a condition of participation in the conduct of this
competition.

The pool is 12 feet deep at 1m from the start end, and 11 feet and 6 inches at 5m from the start
end. The pool is 3 feet 6 inches deep at 1m from the turn end, and 4 feet at 5m from the turn
end.
