In accordance with Metropolitan Swimming Inc. Policy, only those coaches who display current,
valid USA Swimming credentials will be permitted to act in a coaching capacity at this meet.
Coaches who do not possess these credentials will be required to leave the deck area.

The current USA Swimming Rules and Regulations will apply.
The USA Swimming Code of Conduct is in effect for the duration of the meet.
The overhead start procedure may be used at the discretion of the meet Referee.

Metropolitan Swimming Safety Guidelines and Warm-up Procedures will be in effect at this meet.
Marshals will be present throughout warm-ups and competition, and have the authority to remove, with
the concurrence of the meet Referee, any swimmer, coach, club, or spectator for failure to follow the
safety rules.

Any swimmer entered in the meet must be certified by a USA Swimming member coach as being
proficient in performing a racing start or must start each race from within the water without the use of
the backstroke ledge. When unaccompanied by a member-coach, it is the responsibility of the
swimmer, or the swimmer’s legal guardian, to ensure compliance with this requirement.

Medical supervision available to athletes will include lifeguards and an AED.

All adults participating in or associated with this meet acknowledge that they are subject to the
provisions of the USA Swimming Minor Athlete Abuse Prevention Policy (“MAAPP”), and that they
understand that compliance with MAAPP is a condition of participation in the conduct of this
competition.

The pool is 12 feet deep at 1m from the start end, and 11 feet and 6 inches at 5m from the start
end. The pool is 3 feet 6 inches deep at 1m from the turn end, and 4 feet at 5m from the turn
end.

DISCLAIMER: Upon acceptance of his/her entries, the participant waives all claims against
Hauppauge Swimming, Hauppauge School District, Metropolitan Swimming Inc., USA Swimming
Inc., their agents or representatives for any injury occurring as a result of the meet. It is understood that
USA Swimming, Inc. and Metropolitan Swimming, Inc. shall be free from liabilities or claims for
damages arising by reason of injuries to anyone during the conduct of the event.
