No swimmer will be permitted to compete unless the swimmer is a member
as provided in Article 302.

Age on November 29 will determine age for the entire meet.

RULES: The USA Swimming Code of Conduct is in effect for the duration of the meet.
The overhead start procedure may be used at the discretion of the meet Referee.
SAFETY: Metropolitan Swimming Safety Guidelines and Warm-up Procedures will be in effect

at this meet. Marshals will be present throughout warm-ups and competition, and
have the authority to remove, with the concurrence of the meet Referee, any
swimmer, coach, club, or spectator for failure to follow the safety rules.

Any swimmer entered in the meet must be certified by a USA Swimming member
coach as being proficient in performing a racing start or must start each race from
within the water without the use of the backstroke ledge. When unaccompanied by a
member-coach, it is the responsibility of the swimmer, or the swimmer’s legal
guardian, to ensure compliance with this requirement.

Lifeguards will be on duty supervising the pool. An AED is located at the
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lifequard main desk.
