Location:
Marshall Aquatic Center, Osage Drive, Marshall, MO 65340.

Directions:
From I-70, take exit 78B to merge onto US-65 N toward Marshall. Continue onto S Odell Ave. Turn right
after Dairy Queen Grill & Chill (on the left). Turn left onto S Lincoln Ave. Turn right onto E Yerby St.
Continue onto E Vest St. Continue onto Osage Dr. The Marshall Aquatic Center will be on the left.

Course Facility:
50-meter outdoor pool with 10 lanes (6 - 8 lanes will be used for the meet) and Colorado Electronic
Timing system with touchpads and beep start system. Pool depth at the start end is 4.6 feet; pool depth
at the turn end is 4.6 feet. The competition course has not been certified in accordance with
104.2.2C(4) of the USA Swimming Rulebook. Swimmers must be accompanied by a coach if they wish
to use the dive tank area. A parent is not considered a coach and will not be allowed in the
warm-up/cool-down pool area. Teams may use the pool deck for a crash area.The Meet Referee must
ensure that all athletes use in water starts for all events with starts from the turn end of the pool.

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Entries:
All swimmers must be 2023 athlete members of USA swimming. The swimmer’s age on Saturday, June
24, 2023 determines the age for the entire meet. Registration and validity of all athletes will be verified
by the MVS Registration Chair prior to the meet. Those not registered or found to be invalid will not be
allowed to swim in the meet.

Each swimmer may compete in up to six (6) events for the meet. Entries are limited to the first 300
swimmers.

Deck Entries:
Deck entries are permitted if space is available. Deck entries are limited to swimmers already entered
in the meet, will only be accepted to fill open lanes, and at the discretion of the Meet Referee. Sufficient
proof of time must be offered at the time of entry. Events will NOT be re-seeded to accommodate deck
entries. There is no penalty for not checking in for deck seeded events.

Deadline:
Entries will not be accepted before 8am CST, Tuesday, May 16th, 2023. Entry Deadline is 6pm
CST, Saturday, June 10th, 2023. Change requests and late entries after the entry deadline are subject
to approval by the Meet Committee.

$7.00 per individual event
$5.00 facility surcharge per athlete
$10.00 per individual deck entry event.

Entry Procedure:
Entries are to be submitted in Hy-Tek format starting May 16, 2023, and must be received no later than
June 10, 2023. All entries are to be sent via email to: mexicomarlins@gmail.com. If assistance is
needed, please contact Chris Burle at mexicomarlins@gmail.com.

Rules:
Current USA Swimming Rules, including the Minor Athlete Abuse Prevention Policy 2.0 (“MAAPP 2.0”),
will govern this meet.

2023 USA Swimming Technical Rules and “Rules That Govern YMCA Swimming” will govern meet
procedures.

Any swimmer entered in the meet must be certified by a USA Swimming member-coach as being
proficient in performing a racing start or must start each race from within the water without the use of
the backstroke ledge. When unaccompanied by a member-coach, it is the responsibility of the swimmer
or the swimmer's legal guardian to ensure compliance with this requirement.
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All adult participants participating in or associated with this meet, acknowledge that they are subject to
the provisions of the USA Swimming Minor Athlete Abuse Prevention Policy 2.0 (“MAAPP 2.”), and that
they understand that compliance with the MAAPP 2.0 policy is a condition of participation in the
conduct of this competition.

Swimmers may not dive into the pool during general warm-up. Swimmers must enter the pool by
stepping in feet first, or sitting and sliding in, in a safe and cautious manner. Entering in any other
manner may result in the disqualification from one or more of the swimmer's events for the session at
the discretion of the Meet Referee. Swimmers may dive during a designated sprint warm-up. Swimmers
may only dive into the start-end of the competition pool during the designated time frame for practice
starts during warm-ups and at race starts.

All unaccompanied swimmers must report to the Meet Referee prior to warming up for the first session
in which they are swimming. The Meet Referee shall instruct such swimmers in safety rules for the
meet and assign swimmers to warm-up lanes.

Operation of a drone, or any other flying apparatus, is prohibited over the venue (pools, athlete/coach
areas, spectator areas, and open ceiling locker rooms) any time athletes, coaches, officials, and/or
spectators are present. Use of audio or visual recording devices, including a cell phone, is not
permitted in changing areas, restrooms, or locker rooms. Deck changes are prohibited. No
shaving in the locker room.

Awards:
First through third place Sprint Spectacular Champions will receive medals. Ribbons will be given for
fourth through sixth place for all events. Events will be scored for the following age groups: 8 & Under,
9-10, 11-12, 13-14, and 15-21. Participating teams will be divided into two classifications for team
awards. The largest teams, based on total entries for the meet, will be classified as Large Teams; those
with the smallest number of entries will be classified as Small Teams. A Team Trophy will be awarded to
the top-scoring Large Team, and to the top-scoring Small Team.

Scoring:
Scoring will be to six places as follows:
Individual Events: 7, 5, 4, 3, 2, 1. Relay Events: 14, 10, 8, 6, 4, 2.

Concessions:
Will be available throughout the meet.

Timers:
Each Team is requested to provide timers..

Officials:
Each Team is requested to provide officials. Please provide the names and email addresses of the
team officials with the emailed entries.
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Final Results:
Event results will be posted on available wall space in the swimming facility area. Complete results will
be available for coaches at the conclusion of the meet as well as on the Mexico YMCA Mid-Mo Marlins
website at www.mexicoymcamidmomarlins.com under the Hosted Meets tab. Final Results will be
posted on the Missouri Valley Website and may include the swimmer’s name, age, and times.
