Code of Conduct/Expectations
1.  Parents and swimmers are to be respectful of the Coaching staff, members of the Board of Directors of the Pal-Mac Sea Raiders Swim Club, and fellow swimmers and their families at all times.
2. Parents and swimmers are to be respectful of Staff of the Pal-Mac School District at all times, remembering that we are guests of the School District.
3. Parents and swimmers are to be respectful of Host team while at away meets, as we are their guests.
4. Parents and swimmers should be respectful to all swimmers and swimmers families while sitting in the stands, gym areas or any other public area while at meets or official team functions.  This includes ALL swimmers and families from all teams, not just the Sea Raiders.
5. Children should not be unattended or allowed to run in hallways, surrounding pool areas, locker rooms, pool deck or any bleachers.  Pool equipment is not intended to be used as play items.    If bringing a younger child with you to practice or meet, please bring quiet entertainment.
6. NO vulgarity or inappropriate behavior of a parent or swimmer will be tolerated.

If it is deemed that any of these Expectations have been violated, the Pal-Mac Sea Raiders Swim Club Board of Directors will impose the following steps in accordance to the inappropriate Actions:
Swimmer
Step 1:  The Coach will give the swimmer a verbal warning and, if appropriate, a written apology will be expected.  The Parent of the swimmer will be notified in writing that the swimmer has been spoken to and is now on warning.

Step 2: The swimmer will be banned from the next 3 consecutive practices.


Step 3: The swimmer will be banned from the next Team Meet and/or Official Team function.

Step 4: The swimmer will be dismissed from the Pal-Mac Sea Raiders Swim Club Team.




Parent

Step 1: A written warning will be issued, if appropriate, a written apology will be expected within 48 hours of the warning.

Step 2: The parent will be banned from the next two meets and/or Official team functions. (Swimmer may still attend)

Step 3:  The parent will be dismissed from any further relationship with Pal-Mac Sea Raiders Swim Club
