a. Written‌ ‌consent‌ ‌by‌ ‌a‌ ‌parent/legal‌ ‌guardian‌ ‌must‌ ‌be‌ ‌obtained‌ ‌in‌ ‌advance‌ ‌at‌ ‌least‌ ‌annually‌ ‌by‌‌
