Swim Official Course Description:  LEVEL II
The Level II Program is designed to recertify currently certified YMCA Swim Officials (Levels I and II) and USA Swimming starters and referees to take on the roles of Referee, Starter and Chief Judge in YMCA meets.  The clinic can recertify USA Chief Judges, Starters, and Referees who also certify or recertify as Y officials.The responsibilities of Timer, Stroke and Turn Judge, Place Judge and Relay Take-off Judge will also be reviewed.
Successful completion of an open book test is required for certification.
Prerequisites: 

· Minimum age 21.  Bring: Proof of age.

· Associated with a YMCA sponsored Swim Team
· YMCA Level II officials, bring documentation showing you have worked at least twelve sessions in the previous three years.  For dual certified officials, up to half the sessions may be USA-S meets.
· Course participants desiring initial certification must have been a fully certified YMCA Level I or a USA-S certified starter or referee for at least one year.  In addition, they must provide a copy of their YMCA Level I or USA-S Starter or Referee certification and documentation that they have served at minimum of 8 sessions as a fully certified YMCA and/or USA-S Swim Official.

HOW TO REGISTER ONLINE FOR A CLASS

All students who want to become YMCA Certified are required to register online for a YMCA official’s class.  Here’s the process:

To register for an upcoming swim official class: 

1. GO TO: https://yexchange.org to log in.

If you are a new user, you will need to set up a user name & password. After you have the password, return to the website & log in.

2. Scroll down the screen

· Click on Learning & Career Development (LCDC).

3. Under Search & Register for Classes

· Under Course Category, select "Aquatics"

· Under Course Code, select the name of the class you want to take - (e.g. Swim Officials Level II)

· Click "Search"

· Select the class you'd like to attend 

4. Follow additional prompts to register for the course

· Once you find the class you want to take, you can register by clicking on the Green flag in the last column to the right, OR by clicking on Register for class at the bottom of the page.

· Once the registration process has initiated, the system will guide you.

· If you need to add or update, click on Edit profile and type the correct information.

· Payment will be at the class by cash or check only

· Once you have completed the registration process, the class will appear on your home page in the upcoming classes area.

· A registration email confirmation will also be sent to you.
