· There is a Winter Holiday Swim Camp from Tuesday, January 3rd to Saturday, the 7th. Permission slips are due today if you are planning to attend.
· The January Swim Series I at OCBC Aquatic Center will be held from January 13th - 15th. 
· Middle School ACSIS Swimming Championships (only for selected swimmers aged 11-14) will be held on February 4th. (Elementary School ACSIS Swimming Championships is for swimmers under the age of 11 and will be held in April.)
· The February Swim Series II at OCBC Aquatic Center will be held from February 10th -12th. The purpose of these two Swim Series events is to attempt to achieve a qualifying time for the SNAGs (Singapore National Age Group Championship) in March.  
· For those who are unaware, SNAGs is the competition that we ultimately train all year for. It’s considered the “Rolls Royce” of all swimming competitions in Singapore! Junior SNAGs (for swimmers aged 8-12) will be held at OCBC Aquatic Center from March 10th-12th. Senior SNAGs (for swimmers 13 and up) are held March 14th -19th.  The SNAGs time standards can be found on our website under the “Team Records & Target Times” tab.
