	This policy statement is provided by the Suburban Swim League Executive Board under SSL Bylaws Part 3, Section 301 (Executive Board and Authority), Sub-paragraph 13 (League Championship and Dual Meet Procedures).



[bookmark: _Toc326754949]PART II – CHAMPS MEET

[bookmark: _Toc326754950]201.  DATE:  

The dates and times of the League Championship meet will be published annually by the SSL Executive Board as part of the SSL schedule.  

[bookmark: _Toc326754951]202.  QUALIFICATION PERIOD:  

The qualification periods for the League Championship Meet are as follows:

	Section 1:  Dual Meet Elibibility:  Athletes entering the meet must meet the eligibility requirements as described in the SSL Bylaws Section 505.  

	Section 2: Meet Entry Times:  The qualification period for Champs begins May 10th of the current seasonal year or the date of the club’s time trials, whichever is earlier.  The qualification period ends the date initial entries are due to the SSL Commissioner of Records.

	Section 1.  Age groups for competition are thus established:
(1) 6 and Under
(2) 7-8
(3) 9-10
(4) 11-12
(5) 13-14
(6) 15-16
(7) 17-18

Section 2.  The 15-16 and 17-18 age groups shall swim and be scored as a single age group (15-18) in the Medley and Freestyle relay events.

	Section 3.  A swimmer’s age group of participation shall be defined by the age group in which the swimmer appears on the Final Roster or Amended Roster for the Member Club filed with the Commissioner of Records.

	Section 4.  A swimmer may NEVER swim in an Event in an age group younger than the swimmer’s normal age group.




[bookmark: _Toc326754953]PART III – CHAMPS ENTRIES

[bookmark: _Toc326754954]301.  PROOF OF ENTERED TIME

	Section 1:  Individual Events:  All individual entry times must be made during the correct qualifying period and must be proven (if required) prior to the scratch deadline for that event.  

	Section 2:  Relay Events:  Times for each entered relay team must be submitted with the entry.  This entered time must be proven (if required) prior to the scratch deadline for each entered relay team, in aggregate or as a team.  For the purpose of proving times, a club may name a swimmer on only one of its relay teams in each event.  Once the relay team or teams has been proven, any swimmer eligible for the meet and listed on the club roster may be entered on the relay entry form.  

	Section 3:  Challenges:  All entered times are subject to review and challenge at any time by the Commissioner of Records or a member of the SSL Executive Board.  Member clubs will promptly provide proof of entered time upon request by the COR or the SSL Executive Board.  

	Section 4:  Re-Seeding:  Entries with times that cannot be proven may be rejected or reseeded by the Commissioner of Records at his/her sole discretion.  The COR will use the fastest official time for a swimmer in a given event from the qualification period or the previous season as the basis for reseeding.  Clubs may appeal decisions to reject or reseed to the SSL Executive Board prior to the scratch deadline for the event.  

[bookmark: _Toc326754955]302: RESPONSIBILITY 

The coach, swimmer, or club official who enters the SSL Championship Meet attests that all times on the entry are true and correct achieved qualifying times for each event entered.  He/she assumes all responsibility for false or incorrect times or times which are unacceptable under SSL rules.  The SSL Executive Board reserves the right to penalize or sanction the responsible official or club who knowingly enters a false time.  

[bookmark: _Toc326754956]303.  SELF-POLICING:  

Notwithstanding the Challenge clause (above), The SSL expects its member clubs to be self-policing with respect to its entry times for Champs.  The SSL understands that mistakes occur, and expects the full cooperation of its clubs to identify and resolve genuine mistakes.  

[bookmark: _Toc326754957]304.  CHAMPS ENTRIES - GENERAL

	Section 1:  A swimmer and/or relay team will be officially entered when the entries are received by the Commissioner of Records prior to the meet entry deadline.  The method and procedure for submission of entries is defined later in this section.  

	Section 2:  Only swimmers and relay teams entered using the procedures stated by the Commissioner of Records shall be eligible to compete.  Submitted times may be updated up to the deadline for initial entries.

	Section 3:  No corrections or changes to events entered will be accepted after the entry deadline, with the exception of the following:

		(a) Swimmers granted participation waivers will be entered per the conditions of the grant of waiver.

		(b)  Swimmers may be scratched at any time

		(c)  The COR may accept additional entries as Exhibition swims provided that open lanes are available to accommodate the entry.

		(d)  Typographical or transcription errors which can be readily verified may be corrected if attested to by the swimmer, coach, or club official prior to final publication deadline for the meet. 

[bookmark: _Toc326754958]305.  INDIVIDUAL ENTRIES

	Section 1.  A swimmer may NOT swim:
		(1)  More than one (1) Event in each of the five (5) individual stroke series (IM, Freestyle, Backstroke, Breastroke, and Butterfly)
		(2)  More than one (1) of the two (2) distances of the Freestyle stroke series (Short Freestyle and Long Freestyle)

Section 2:  In league championship meet competition, a swimmer may NEVER swim in an individual Event in an age group older than the swimmer's "normal" age group.  Relay Events are excluded from this requirement, but still subject to Section 306, below.  

[bookmark: _Toc326754959]306.  RELAY ENTRIES

	Section 1:  A club may enter no more than two relay teams in each event.  The relays will be designated Team A and Team B.    

	Section 2:  The entry designated Team A in each event is considered the “official” entry and participates in the Officially Scored Heat of the Event Finals.   

	Section 3.  Relay team swimmers may swim in any order without penalty provided that the team performs the event in the proper stroke order.  

	Section 4.  Entries for the Coed 6 and Under relay must have at least one swimmer of each gender participate in the event.  

Section 5.  An athlete entered in the meet as an Exhibition Swimmer may not be entered on a relay team if a fully eligible athlete is available to participate on that relay.  

Section 6.  A swimmer may NOT swim in a relay Event in an older age group unless all swimmers in the older age group who are participating in the meet have been entered in an Event of that relay series.  Swimmers in the 13-14 age group are allowed to participate in the 15-18 age group as the 15-18 group 1) is a combined age group for relay purposes, and 2) constitutes the next higher age group of competition.  
	 
[bookmark: _Toc326754960]307.  ENTRY TIMES:

Entry times for individual and relay events shall:

	(1)  Be the best competitive times of the swimmers 

	(2)  Be achieved in accordance with USA Swimming rule 102.16.4, Requirements for Official Time.  Times achieved during Exhibition swims are valid provided the requirements of 102.16.4 are otherwise met.  

	(3)  Be submitted to hundreths of a second

	(4)  Be achieved during the meet qualification period

[bookmark: _Toc326754961]308.  METHOD AND PROCEDURE

	Section 1:  Clubs will submit Championship Meet entries electronically to the Commissioner of Records no later than the published deadline for initial entries.  

	Section 2:  Clubs will submit Championship Meet entries in the form of a Team Manager Meet Entries Export file (File  Export  Entries).  

	Section 3:  The submitting official will transmit the Entries Zip file with the following statement:

"I am informed and believe and, on the basis of my information and belief, certify that the information contained herein is complete, true and correct, and that the entries contained herein comply with the provisions of the By-Laws of the Suburban Swim League."

	Section 4:  Clubs must submit current records files to the COR prior to start of the the meet.

	Section 5:  The Commissioner of Records will publish received entries back to the clubs for audit and review prior to the stated deadline for review.  

	Section 6:  Clubs must submit revisions of typographical or transcription errors to the COR by the stated deadline for revisions.  Swimmers will not be allowed to change freestyle events.  

	Section 7:  After incorporating revisions and waivers, the COR will publish the final meet to computer operators by the stated deadline.  The COR will publish the meet in the form of a Meet Manager Backup file of the seeded meet.  

[bookmark: _Toc326754962]309.  RELAY ENTRY PROCEDURE

	Section 1:  As stated above, clubs may enter a maximum of two relays in each relay event.  These relays are designated Team A and Team B.  

	Section 2:  Clubs will include the correct entry time for each team subject to Paragraph 301 (2) above.  Names of relay athletes are not required, but the club must be prepared to prove the validity of the entry time.  

	Section 3:  No later than Noon of the day of the relay event, clubs must submit the names of eligible athletes to the Commissioner of Records for each relay team.  Clubs will list ten (10) names, including four athletes for Team A, four athletes for Team B, and 2 alternates.  

	Section 4:  Clubs who fail to provide correct entries by the Noon deadline are subject to having the affected relay(s) disqualified or entered in Exhibition status at the discretion of the COR.  Clubs may appeal such decisions to the SSL Executive Board.  

[bookmark: _Toc166293157][bookmark: _Toc326754963]310.  SELF ELIMINATION

In league championship meet competition:

		(1)  Any swimmer failing to compete in a preliminary heat shall not be penalized.

		(2)  Any swimmer who has qualified for a Final Event heat, including the Consolation Final, and who wishes to withdraw from that heat MUST provide notice to the Meet Referee no earlier than 45 minutes from the scheduled start of the heat.  The swimmer must provide notification only of the decision to withdraw, and is not obligated to provide a reason for the decision to withdraw.

		(3)  Any swimmer who has qualified for a Final Event heat, including a Consolation Final, and who fails to provide proper notification of intent to withdraw shall be barred from further competition for the remainder of the meet, including relay events.

		(4)  Once a swimmer has notified the Meet Referee of his/her intent to withdraw from a Final Event heat, the swimmer is considered to be scratched from the heat and the decision may not be reversed.  

		(5)  The Meet Referee may grant waivers of disqualification for failing to provide notice of withdrawl in the event that the swimmer’s non-participation is due to illness or injury.  The Referee’s decision to grant such a waiver is subject to protest.  

		(6)  Alternates for individual event finals, including the consolation final, are not subject to disqualification if the referee determines that the alternate could not be properly notified in advance of the event.  

[bookmark: _Toc166293158][bookmark: _Toc326754964]311.  ALTERNATES AND EVENT FINALS

Section 1.  Alternates will be used to replace event finalists who do not show for their event final.  The first alternate (11th overall in prelims) will be the first swimmer selected.  The second alternate (12th overall) will be the second swimmer selected.  The third alternate (13th overall) will be the third swimmer selected, and so on, until all lanes in the event final are filled.  

Section 2.  Event finalists must be present behind the blocks when the Starter commands the heat to step up onto the blocks.  Event finalists who are not present at the command to step up will be immediately assigned a false start for delay of the meet.

Section 3.  The Referee will allow 30 seconds for the event finalist to step up on the blocks.  If the event finalist fails to step up on the blocks within 30 seconds after the command to step up, the Referee will disqualify the event finalist and insert event alternates in the order established above in Section 1.  

Section 4.  A disqualified event finalist may be subject to further disciplinary action per Paragraph 310, above.  

Section 5.  Once the Referee has disqualified the event finalist and directed that the alternate be inserted into the heat, the event finalist may not be re-instated to the heat.  

[bookmark: _Toc326754965]312.  ALTERNATES AND CONSOLATION FINALS

Section 1.  Alternates will be used to replace consolation finalists who have been advanced to the event final or do not show for their consolation final.  The first alternate (21st overall in prelims) will be the first swimmer selected.  The second alternate (22nd overall) will be the second swimmer selected.  No alternates beyond the 22nd overall finisher will be selected even if open lanes exist in the consolation final heat.  

Section 2.  Consolation finalists must be present behind the blocks when the Starter commands the heat to step up onto the blocks.  Consolation finalists who are not present at the command to step up will be immediately assigned a false start for delay of the meet.

Section 3.  The Referee will allow 30 seconds for the consolation finalist to step up on the blocks.  If the consolation finalist fails to step up on the blocks within 30 seconds after the command to step up, the Referee will disqualify the consolation finalist and insert event alternates in the order established above in Section 1.  

Section 4.  A disqualified consolation finalist may be subject to further disciplinary action per Paragraph 310, above.  

Section 1.  Once the Referee has disqualified the consolation finalist and directed that the alternate be inserted into the heat, the consolation finalist may not be re-instated to the heat.  


[bookmark: _Toc326754966]313.  ELIMINATION FOR CAUSE

	Section 1.  Swimmers eliminated for cause, i.e. misconduct, horseplay, disobedience to Officials, arguing with Officials, etc. will not be permitted to compete for the remainder of that Meet.

	Section 2.  The Meet Referee is the sole authority during league championship meet competitions to eliminate a swimmer for cause.  

	Section 3.  A Referee’s decision to eliminate a swimmer for cause is subject to protest by the affected Member Club.  If the SSL Executive Board upholds the Meet Referees’ decision, the athlete may be suspended for the following meet at the discretion of the Executive Bboard.

[bookmark: _Toc326754972]501.  PROCEDURES FOR CERTIFYING AND RECOGNIZING LEAGUE RECORDS

Section 1.  Meet Manager software used to run league championship meets will identify new SSL records when reports for each race are generated.  

	Section 2.  The Commissioner of Records will report the record to the Meet Referee.

	Section 3.  The Meet Referee will sign the POP form attesting to the record time.  In case of timing system failure, the Referee and COR will obtain the lane slip or timer sheet and present it to the lane timers for verification.  The three (3) lane timers shall each verify the time and attest to the time by signing the lane slip or timer sheet.  If the original timers are not available due to shift change, the Meet Referee and Head Timer must each verify the time and attest to the time by signing the lane slip or timer sheet.
