Swimmers Code of Conduct
Philosophy
Our Mission: “To create fun, competitive swimming opportunities in a supportive environment while encouraging good sportsmanship and family involvement”.  
Our goal is to provide an environment that will encourage accomplishment and to help each swimmer realize their full swimming potential.  A swimmer’s conduct at practices and swim meets should support every other swimmer’s ability to learn and the coach’s ability to teach other swimmers.  With that in mind, we have developed the Swimmer Code of Conduct and expect all Piranhas swimmers to do their best to follow it.  
Conduct Expected of All Swimmers
To remember that at practice, during swim meets and in public they are representing the Canon City Piranhas Swim Team.  They should represent the team with excellence, team spirit, good sportsmanship, and politeness.
Be ready to get in the water on time for practice and meet warm-ups.   Be prepared to swim.  Have your equipment ready.  Bring extra caps and goggles.
To always think and behave positively.
To follow the directions of any member of the coaching staff and any person who is a chaperone.  Disrespect or failure to obey instructions will not be tolerated from any athlete.
To avoid spreading rumor or gossip that could be detrimental to the fellow teammates.
To try their best in practice and competition.
To follow all practice guidelines.
To use appropriate language.  Use of profane or abusive language or obscene gestures will not be tolerated.
There shall be no drinking of alcohol or use of tobacco products or illegal drugs or any substances banned by USA Swimming.
To remain until the conclusion of practice and help put away equipment as necessary. 
To report any sign of illness or injury to a coach or staff member immediately.
To follow the attendance policy set forth by the coach.
Disruption of practice by an athlete will be grounds for removal.  Continual cheating in a practice will be considered a disruption of practice.
A swimmer who is injured at practice or a meet must report this to their coach immediately following an injury.
Swimmers are responsible for checking in, checking postings and heat/lane assignments, reporting to their coach, and being behind their block prior to their race.  A swimmer will suffer the consequences (fees, removal from an event or the meet, no show or disqualification) as per the meet sanction or the directive of your coach for missing an event.
I understand that USA Swimming and SECAL is an organization of trained volunteers.   Meets are operated by volunteers.   I agree to treat volunteers and swim meet officials with respect.    
I also agree that if I fail to abide by the aforementioned rules and guidelines, I will be subject to disciplinary action that could include, but is not limited to the following:
    1st time: Verbal warning by head coach
    2nd time: Formal Letter of Complaint will be issued to all parties involved and filed with the Board.
    3rd time: Practice and/or Meet Suspension (one week from practice and one meet suspension) and a formal meeting with the Board.  Written documentation of incident will be kept on file.
    4th time: Removal of swimmer from the team with no refunds.
I understand that regardless of the warnings listed above, my coaches have the final say on which meets and events I will partake in. 

Parents Code of Conduct
I will be a positive role model for my child and encourage sportsmanship by showing respect and courtesy. I will demonstrate positive support for all swimmers, coaches, officials, and spectators at every meet, practice, or other sporting event.
I will not engage in any kind of unsportsmanlike conduct with any official, coach, swimmer, or parent such as booing and taunting; refusing to shake hands; or using profane language or gestures.
I will respect the officials and their authority during meets and will never question, discuss, or confront coaches on the pool deck. I will instead take time to speak with coaches at an agreed upon time and place.
I will respect coaches and their authority during practice. I will never question, discuss or confront coaches during practice time. I will instead take time to speak with coaches at an agreed upon time and place.
I will refrain from coaching my child or other swimmers during meets and practices, unless I am one of the official coaches of the team.
I will only be on deck at a swim meet if I am a timer, meet marshal, or official. If I am on deck, I will not approach the coaches or swimmers.
I will respect the Swimmer/Coach relationship and allow my child to be their own advocate for any issues they may have.
I will not text, email, or phone coaches during a swim meet unless it is to inform them of tardiness or scratches.
I will not engage in any negative discussions on the pool deck during practice or meets that is detrimental to the swim team.
I understand if my swimmer misses a meet that they had previously signed up for, I will be responsible for paying their meet/splash fees (The only exceptions to this are illness, injury, death in the family, and family emergency).

I understand that my swimmer must be picked up no later than 10 minutes after practice unless prior arrangements are made. 

I understand I must provide a timer or official for all meet sessions in which I have a swimmer. (The only exceptions to this include being the sole provider of small children, sickness/medical inability, or family emergency.)

I understand that I will be required to attend a timing training session.

I also agree that if I fail to abide by the aforementioned rules and guidelines, I will be subject to disciplinary action that could include, but is not limited to the following:
·         1st time: Verbal warning by head coach
·         2nd time: Formal Letter of Complaint will be issued to all parties involved and filed with the Board.
·         3rd time: Parental Practice and/or Meet Suspension (one week from practice and one meet suspension) and a formal meeting with the Board.  Written documentation of incident will be kept on file.
·         4th time: Removal of swimmer from the team with no refunds.  
I understand that regardless of the warnings listed above, the coaches have the final say on which meets and events my swimmer will partake in.
