A successful candidate will have 
the leadership abilities to positively encourage diver participation, and will have experience 
working with divers from diverse backgrounds.  
 
Hours 
Must be able to work a schedule during the competitive summer season, generally from 
11:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. Monday through Friday for practice, and Friday afternoons and 
evenings for meets, as well as hours required for the All-City Dive Meet. Time will also be 
spent outside of these hours performing tasks such as communicating with families, 
preparing for meets, and other computer work.

●​ Demonstrate ability to instruct divers of correct technique with a constructive age- 

appropriate method for delivering feedback; 
●​ Be knowledgeable of Madison area All-City pool league rules and regulations; 
●​ Communicate with The Friends of the Goodman Waves Board and families in a 

timely manner if/when questions or concerns arise; 
●​ Provide input into the hiring process of an Assistant Coach; 
●​ Take lead in promoting camaraderie among coaches and team members at meets
