i. Challenging season this year

v. Official count went up this year but post season, didn’t volunteer
vi. Looking for new process for selecting state diving officials, looking for coach input
1. Want more females
2. Looking for younger officials (8-10 year experience)
3. May need to bring back some veteran officials

vii. 6~ calls over 4 sessions, no real controversy 
1. 2 calls that were controversial as they weren’t called
1) Backstroke start
2) Another heat where false start were confirmed but referee called back and restarted
viii. Will work more with Ryan to train diving officials
