We are excited to share information with you regarding our upcoming home meet at the Pier Point (MACs) Pool on Saturday, June 22, 2024. We are the hosting team and are very pleased to welcome Holly Park to our facility. 

· Location: Pier Point (MACs) Pool is located at 3869 S. Atchison Way, Aurora, CO 80014. The pool is under a bubble and can be seen from the road. 
· Meet Schedule:
· Start: 8:00 a.m. – 1:00 p.m. 
· Warm-ups: 
· Canterberry:  7:00 a.m. – 7:25 a.m.  
· Holly Park:   7:25 a.m. – 7:50 a.m.  
· Stroke & Turn & Timers Meetings: Meetings for S&T and Timers will take place at 7:45 a.m. at the deep end of the pool by the starters area for S&T and at the shallow end for timers. We will announce the meetings prior to the start. 
· Timers and S&T judges should be in position and the first 8 events heated no later than 7:55 a.m.
· Entrance: Enter the pool area by the open side gate located near the main MACs entrance. 
· Parking: Street parking is available. Please use only the main streets as cars parked on residential side streets are subject to towing. Please be sure to park the proper distance from stop signs, fire hydrants, etc.  
· We will have four reserved spots for Parent Reps and Coaches in our parking lot on Atchison Way.  Assistant Coaches are welcome to park in the tennis court, which can be accessed through the parking lot. 
· Restrooms: Located on the lower level of the clubhouse.  
· Concessions: Canterberry Crocs will have a variety of breakfast and other food items available for purchase throughout the meet. 
· Team area: There is plenty of space at the MACs pool for teams to set up. Families can set up in the grassy areas and tennis court next to the pool. 
· Coach Area: We will have assigned tables/chairs on the pool deck for coaches. 
· Meet Entries & Programs: All entries must be provided the Wednesday prior to the meet and any deck adds must occur before 7:30 a.m. on the day of the meet (only for swimmers not previously entered into the meet). Programs are not for sale (we’ll have hard copies for Parent Reps, Coaches, and officials, but families should print their own at home if desired.) Families are reminded to bring a Sharpie and write their swimmer’s events, lanes, etc. on their arms prior to the start of the meet.
