FIREWORKS RULES AND PROCEDURES

e No one under 18 can be in the fireworks booth.
e Parents cannot bring their babies to work in the booth. (Including

nursing infants).

e Must be on time for your shifts — especially the FIRST shift (Set up
time).

o Arrive 10 mins early for directions

e Booths can be hot, so dress accordingly.

e Bring your own water/snacks.

e Chairs are not allowed in the booths (No room).

e No one under 18 can buy fireworks.

e Volunteers must be present for the entire length of their 3-hour time
slot. Clubs will be paid only for the hours worked and will be docked
for time when volunteers are more than 10 minutes late or don’t show
up at all.

e It is critical that volunteers sign in and out with the Fireworks team on

site.



e FSO RULE - If the team gets docked because of late or no-show
shifts, you will be required to pay the lost portion of earned donations
(approx. $325 per shift).

o Please do not commit to the shift unless you can work it.
