Article I

Boundaries, Statement of Purpose, Jurisdiction
Section 1.  Name and Boundaries.  The name of this Association shall be ELKO SWIM TEAM and shall include all of Elko County, Nevada.

Section 2.  Statement of Purpose.  The primary purpose of the ELKO SWIM TEAM (hereinafter “EST”) shall be the education, i.e., instruction and training, of all individuals for the purpose of developing and improving their capabilities in the sport of swimming.  EST shall promote swimming for the benefit of swimmers of all ages and abilities, in accordance with the standards and under the rules prescribed by the Federation Internationale de Natation Amateur (FINA), United States of America Swimming, Inc. (USA Swimming), and Snake River Swimming, Inc. (SRS).

Section 3.  Jurisdiction.  Snake River Swimming, Inc. has jurisdiction over the sport of swimming as has been delegated to it by USA Swimming.

Article II

EST Membership of SRS and USA Swimming

Section 1.  Group Member.  EST shall be a Group Member in good standing of the SRS and USA Swimming.
Section 2.  Representative to SRS House of Delegates (HOD).  EST may appoint from its members one (1) non-athlete, voting representative to the HOD.  This individual will be recognized by the EST Board of Directors in the meeting minutes no later than the month preceding the HOD meeting.   Such appointment will be in writing, duly certified by the President or Secretary of EST.  EST may withdraw its representative by written notice, addressed to the Secretary of SRS, and signed by its President and Secretary, and substitute a new representative.

Section 3.  Athlete Representative to SRS House of Delegates.  EST may appoint from its athlete members one (1) athlete representative to the SRS House of Delegates.  The representative will be a non-voting/voting member of the SRS House of Delegates.  This individual will be recognized by the EST Board of Directors in the meeting minutes no later than the month preceding the HOD meeting.   
Section 4.  Individual Members.  Those individuals who are athletes, coaches, officials, administrators or persons otherwise interested in the purposes and programs of SRS, by joining USA Swimming or by joining as an athlete in the sport of swimming, will receive a membership card certifying their membership and may attend all meetings of SRS with voice but not vote.  Those individuals who reside in SRS and who have contributed a designated amount to SRS or USA Swimming are granted membership and are entitled to attend SRS and USA Swimming meetings with voice but not vote.
Article III
Members of EST

Section 1.  Members.  All those swimmers currently registered with EST and their family members shall be members of EST.  Any member who is at least eighteen (18) years of age may have a vote at any meeting of members, but the number of votes per family cannot exceed the number of registered swimmers for that family.   

Article IV
Responsibilities of EST

Section 1.  Income.  Any income derived from the promotion of swimming by members of USA Swimming must be used for the further promotion of swimming or for the general welfare of SRS as a whole.

Section 2.  Infractions.  EST may be held responsible to SRS and/or USA Swimming for infractions of rules and regulations committed by an athlete who is competing as a representative of EST.  See Article 602 of the Bylaws of SRS.
Article V
Meetings

Section 1.  Time and Place.  A bi-annual meeting of the members of EST will be held in September and April of each year at a site designated by the board, unless notice is given to the members at least two (2) weeks in advance of an alternative date, time or place.  Monthly meetings will be held at the discretion of the Officers of EST. Time, date and place will be posted both at the Elko City Pool and on Team Unify web site two (2) weeks in advance.

Section 2.  Order of Business.  At all meetings, the following is the Order of Business:

a) Roll call;

b) Reading, correction and adoption of minutes;

c) Reports of Officers;

d) Reports of Committees;

e) Unfinished business;

f) Elections where appropriate;

g) New business;

h) Resolutions and orders; and

i) Adjournment.

Section 3.  Quorum.  A quorum at all meetings shall consist of 2/3 majority of board members who are present and eligible to vote.

Section 4.  Consent of Directors.  Any action required or permitted to be taken at any meeting of the Board of Directors or of any committee thereof may be taken without a meeting if, before or after the action, a written consent thereto is signed by a majority of the members of the Board or of such committee.  Such written consent shall be filed with the minutes of the proceedings of the Board or committee.

Section 5.  Rules of Order.  At all meetings, the current Roberts Rules of Order are the procedural rules.

Article VI
Board of Members and Officers

Section 1.  Members. Seven (7) members shall be elected.

Section 2.  Officers.  The elected officers are President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, and three Members At Large. Any office may be combined with another.  The management of the business affairs of EST is the responsibility of the elected officers.  No officer of the board will be permitted to be a paid coach for EST.  Officers may volunteer coach for the EST, with volunteered coaching hours totaling less than 20 per month.
Section 3.  Eligibility.  Only current members of EST or Community Members of Elko County who are at least eighteen (18) years of age are eligible to hold office.

Section 4.  Term of Office.  Officers shall be elected in April of each year at the EST members meeting, alternating eligible positions annually between (a) President, Secretary, and  Member At Large (1) and Member At Large (3) in odd years, and (b) Vice President, Treasurer and  Member At Large (2) in even years.  The term for each office shall be two years. 
Section 5.  Duties.  The duties of the officers are as hereafter set forth.


Section 5.1.  President.  The president must be a Board Member of EST. He/she shall be the principal executive officer of EST and shall, in general, supervise and control all of the business and affairs of EST.  He/she shall preside at all meetings of EST.  He/she may sign, with the Secretary or any other proper officer of the district authorized by the Board, any contracts or other instruments which the Board Members have authorized to be executed, except in cases where the signing and execution thereof shall be expressly delegated by the Board or by these Bylaws, or by statute to some other officer or agent of EST and in general, he/she shall perform all duties incident to the office of President and such other duties as may be prescribed by the Board from time to time.  The President may make a financial decision for EST without consent of the Board as long as this financial decision benefits EST and does not exceed $300.00.  The president is elected to a two (2) year term. 


Section 5.2.  Vice-President.  The Vice-President must be a member of the Board.  In the absence of the President or in the event of his/her inability or refusal to act, the Vice-President shall perform the duties of the President, and when so acting, shall have all the powers of, and be subject to, all the restrictions upon the President.  He/she shall perform such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to him/her by the President or by the Board.  The Vice-President is elected to a two (2) year term. 


Section 5.3.  Secretary.  The Secretary is responsible for keeping a record of all meetings, conducting official correspondence, issuing meeting notices, providing copies of the minutes to the other officers, and making such reports to the national headquarters as required by SRS; and in general, perform all duties incident to the office of Secretary and such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to him/her by the President or by the Board. The Secretary is elected to a two (2) year term. 


Section 5.4.  Treasurer.  If required by the Board the Treasurer shall give a bond for the faithful discharge of his/her duties in such sum and with such surety as the Board shall determine.  He/she shall have charge and custody of and be responsible for all funds of EST; pay meet fees and upload swim meet times, receive and give receipts for moneys due and payable to EST from any source whatsoever, and deposit all such moneys in the name of EST in such banks, trust companies, or other depositories as shall be selected by the Board; and in general perform such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to him/her by the President or by the Board. The Treasurer is elected to a two (2) year term.  

Section 5.5.  Member At Large.  The Members At Large will be liaisons for communication of concerns or information from members of EST to the Board. The Members At Large are elected to two (2) year terms.  Their responsibilities are to carry out the duties needed to benefit the board as a whole, assigned at the discretion of the board. 

Section 5.6.  Vacancies.  Vacancies created for whatever reason in any office may be filled by appointment of the President and that appointment will stand for the remainder of such term for that particular office. 
Article VII
Dues and Fees

Section 1.  Club.  Every active EST member joins SRS and USA Swimming by submitting an approved application and by paying an annual fee consisting of a national club fee established by USA Swimming and a local club fee if established by SRS.

Section 2.  Athlete Registration.  Each athlete member pays to the Treasurer an annual fee or seasonal fee established by SRS and USA Swimming.

Section 3.  Team Fees.  Each athlete member pays to the Treasurer a fee established by EST.
Article VIII
Competition

Section 1.  Conditions of Competition.  The conditions of competition in any swimming event, and the rules governing it, shall be those established by USA Swimming, or by SRS where its rules and regulations are not contrary to the rules of USA Swimming or FINA.

Section 2.  Establishment of Committee for Meet Preparations.  The President shall appoint a committee prior to each swimming meet that shall be responsible, on behalf of EST members, for meeting all entry requirements of the host team.

Article IX
Hearings, Appeals, and Athletes’ Rights

Section 1.  General.  EST will follow the guidelines established by USA Swimming and SRS.  See Appendix 6-A of USA Swimming Code for guide to Hearings and Appeals, and Article 611 of the SRS Bylaws.  
Article X
Miscellaneous

Section 1.  Amendments.  Any provision of these Bylaws not proscribed by USA Swimming may be amended at any meeting of the members a by two-thirds (2/3) vote of the members present and voting.  At least two (2) weeks written notice must be given to all members of any proposed amendment.  Any amendment not submitted or posed in time to give two (2) weeks written notice to the members may be adopted only by nine-tenths (9/10) vote of the members present.

Section 2.  Fiscal Year.  The fiscal year of EST shall be September 1 to August 31.

Section 3.  Mailing Address.  EST must submit a permanent mailing address for use by SRS.  Elko Swim Team, P.O. Box 2721, Elko, NV  89803

Section 4.  Dissolution.  Upon dissolution, the net assets of EST will not inure to the benefit of any private individual or corporation, but will be distributed to SRS, to be used exclusively for educational or charitable purposes; or, if SRS is not then in existence, or is not then a corporation which is exempt under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code and to which contributions, bequests and gifts are deductible under sections 170(c)(2), 2055(a)(2) and 2522(a)(2) thereof, such assets shall be distributed to USA Swimming; or, if USA Swimming is not then in existence, or is not then a corporation which is exempt under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code and to which contributions, bequests and gifts are deductible under sections 170(c)(2), 2055(a)(2) and 2522(a)(2) thereof, such assets shall be distributed to such a corporation, to be used exclusively for educational or charitable purposes.

Article XI

Indemnification 

Section 1.  By becoming member of the Elko Swim Team, members who are granted pool privileges shall and do agree to indemnify and hold the Elko Swim Team and Officers harmless from, and do waive any claim they may acquire on account of, any damage or injury to the person and/or property of the member the member's spouse, children and relatives and other persons accorded the privilege of using the Pool and Pool facilities, caused to such persons or property while using the Pool or Pool; facilities, and/or while in or on the Pool facilities, regardless of the cause of any such damage or injury to persons or property, and including any damage or injury caused by the condition of the Pool or other facilities, or their being or becoming in disrepair, unsafe or of defective condition.
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
