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2023 Parent Code of Conduct, Ethics and Parent Responsibilities
As a Parent of the Neptune Aquatics Inc., I will abide by the following code of conduct: 
1. Practice teamwork with all parents, athletes, coaches, and aquatic staff by supporting the values of Discipline, Loyalty and Commitment, and Hard Work. 

2. As a parent, I will NOT coach nor INSTRUCT the team or any athlete at a practice or meets (from the stands or any other area) nor interfere with coaches on the pool deck. 

3. Demonstrate good sportsmanship by conducting myself in a manner that earns the respect of my child, other athletes, parents, officials, MDC lifeguards & staff, NA staff and coaches. 

4. Maintain self-control at all times and consider “my” role as a parent pertaining to swimmers- coaches - Officials – and team parents. 

5. Contribute your time with Neptune Aquatics by supporting the athletes, coaches, aquatic staff, & other parents with positive communications & actions. 

6. During competitions, questions or concerns regarding decisions made by meet officials are directed to a member of our aquatics coaching staff ONLY. 

7. As a parent, I understand that criticizing, name-calling, use of abusive language, gossiping or negative gestures directed toward the coaches, officials, aquatic staff &/or any participating athlete will not be permitted nor tolerated. 

8. Skateboards, scooters, strollers, bicycles, roller blades, glass, tobacco, alcohol, pets, electrical appliances (swim meet required only), are not allowed on deck.

9. Parents will be allowed to escort their child/children to class/practice drop off at the side gate entrance/exit of the Aquatics and Fitness Center- and pick up their children. Parent(s) must remain directly behind the gate before, during and after class/practice time 5-7 P.M.). Swimmers are expected to be prepared for practice, i.e., swim bag, swim equipment and water bottle. DO NOT enter the deck unattended by swim team coach or staff.
10. It is not the responsibility of Miami Dade College Lifeguards on duty to watch siblings brought to practice. Children brought to practice; NOT actively involved in class/practice must be under CONSTANT supervision by the parent(s). MDC prohibits children to run or play (swing on sidewalk awning covers) outside of deck nor on deck. Student picnic table break area must be under direct supervision while on campus. We do not provide a babysitting service for your children while you exercise or relax.

11. If a parent or athlete has a concern/problem with a coach, it is their responsibility to communicate the concern/problem with that coach before or after class/practice (during practice is prohibited via USA Swimming). You may call, text, email, or meet with your coach before or after practice hours. If the concern/problem needs further attention or can’t be resolved in this manner, the parent or athlete may communicate with the team liaison, who will inform the Head Coach to be resolved.

Grounds for Disciplinary Action:

1. Not following Miami Dade College posted swimming pool rules at a practice, swim meet or team event. 

2. Acting in a manner in or around the pool that presents an unsafe condition to the athlete or to others. 

3. Not following the instructions of the Head Coach, Coaches, Aquatic Staff or Event Official. 

4. Use of or being under the influence of alcohol, drugs, or any other controlled substance at a practice, swim meet or other USS or USWP event. 

5. Possession or use of tobacco or other banned substances at a practice, swim meet or other team event. Possession of a firearm, knife or other dangerous object at a practice, swim meet or other team event. 

6. Causing damage to the property of Neptune Aquatics, MDC property or of the Neptune Aquatics Parent Club association or rental facility.

7. The use of profanity, intimidation, or harassment of others at any team event. 

8. Criticizing, name-calling, use of abusive language(s) or gestures directed toward the coaches, officials, volunteers, aquatic staff, parents and/or any participating swimmer.

9. Any other action that is deemed to be detrimental to Neptune Aquatics or USS Swimming, including to individual members, athletes or coaches or the staff of the rental facility, as determined by the Head Coach or the Neptune Aquatics Parent Club.

Sanctions: Should any parent/guardian conduct themselves in such a way that brings discredit or discord to Neptune Aquatics Inc., I voluntarily subject myself to disciplinary action. Neptune Aquatics maintains the right to terminate any membership with/without cause in the interest of our vision, mission, and objectives.

PARENT RESPONSIBILITIES: 
Parental cooperation is necessary for this club to function. Help is always needed!

1. Each family must volunteer their time to swim meets Neptune Aquatics hosts when their swimmer participates in each home meet. If you are not able to volunteer, it is YOUR responsibility to find someone to substitute for you (Non volunteer fees are applied to each home meet). 

2. Volunteering for team activities, events, and fundraisers are greatly appreciated.

3. Attend board meetings, when possible, especially if you have a concern or an idea to share.
