An unofficial high school transcript as of the Fall 2022 semester must be included.

Applications are due by May 1, 2023

Award recipients will be selected by a committee of coaches and Border executive board members. Based on the
current COVID-19 policies, presentation of awards will be determined at a later date. Scholarship checks will be made
payable to the recipient’s college or university and mailed directly to the institution. Monies may be applied for tuition,
room, board, books, supplies or any other items deemed necessary for success.
