COMMENTS 
 
The first game of the evening session had two South American teams doing battle to 
decide who would go to the gold medal game and qualify for the World 
Championships. At the beginning both teams were hesitant to shoot. The first goal 
was scored by Brazil from the perimeter with 2:22 left in the quarter. Argentina tied 
the game with an extra man goal, just to have Brazil counter with a 7 meter shot 
just when the shot clock was about to expire. Brazil came out playing with lots of 
emotion in the second quarter when they were able to score four goals, three of them 
in extra man for one for Argentina. The third quarter was all defense for Brazil and 
hesitant shooting for Argentina. In this quarter Brazil was able to capitalize twice 
from 5 meters increasing their lead to 8-2 at the end of the third quarter. During the 
last quarter Brazil was careful not to force turnovers and let Argentina get back in 
the game. Argentina as able to capitalize from extra man and inside water while 
Brazil scored twice from two meters and from extra man. With the win Brazil goes
