The Scholarship Committee will consider the following: candidate’s high school GPA,
letter of recommendation from the candidate’s high school or USA-S swim coach, letter of
recommendation from the candidate’s high school counselor or from one of the candidate’s
high school teachers, candidate’s extracurricular portfolio, candidate’s achievements in
swimming and academics, and the candidate’s essay (see next page for further information).
The scholarship candidate must also meet the following eligibility criteria:

e The candidate must be graduating in Spring 2017 and attending college in Fall
2017.
e The candidate must meet at least one (1) of the following swimming criteria:
o Be a current member of a swim team at a high school in the city of
Vallejo.
o Be a current, in-good standing, member of the Vallejo Aquatic Club
(VJO).

The deadline for submission of completed applications is Friday, May 12th, 2017
(postmarked by Thursday, May 11th, 2017). Late or incomplete applications will not be
considered.
