Facility:	The meet will be conducted in 1- 10 lane, 25 yard indoor pools with non- turbulent lane lines. Colorado Electronic Timing, Colorado touch pads and Hy- Tek Meet Manager will be used. Sloped starting blocks and backstroke turn flags are in place. Designated warm-up lanes will be available throughout the meet. Average water depth at the start end and the turn end is 2 meters. The competition course has been certified in accordance with 104.2.2C (4).  A copy of certification is on file with USA Swimming. SAFE SPORT / MAAPP
This meet is held under the sanction of USA Swimming and West Texas Swimming. Current USA Swimming Rules, including the Minor Athlete Abuse Prevention Policy (MAAPP), govern this meet. Compliance with MAAPP is a condition of participation. All Applicable Adults — as defined by USA Swimming — are required to follow MAAPP in full for the entirety of this competition.

Prohibited Conduct & Athlete Protection Requirements:
· Deck changing is prohibited. Athletes must use the designated locker rooms or changing areas when changing in or out of swimsuits.
· Use of audio or visual recording devices, including cell phones, is prohibited in locker rooms, restrooms, and changing areas.
· Photography or videography from behind the starting blocks is prohibited at any time athletes are present on the blocks.
· Rubdowns, massages, and athletic training modalities may only be performed by a licensed massage therapist or other certified professional who is not a coach and must occur in an observable and interruptible location. Coaches may not perform rubdowns or massages on athletes.
Reporting a Safe Sport Concern:
Pursuant to USA Swimming Rules & Regulations and federal law, it is every member’s responsibility to report any incident of abuse or suspected abuse immediately (within 24 hours).

All athletes age 18 or older must complete Athlete Protection Training (APT) to be eligible to compete. Any athlete who turns 18 on or after December 12th must complete APT before competing. Times achieved by an athlete who has not completed APT will not be  uploaded or counted for qualification, recognition, or records.

Eligibility:		Swimmer’s age as of 02/21/2026 shall determine his/her age for the entire meet.  Open to all registered USA swimmers.  No entries will be accepted unless the entrant is a registered athlete member with USA Swimming, Inc.  Every club entered as a team in a West Texas Swimming sanctioned meet must be a member of USA Swimming, Inc. 

Rules:  		2026 USA Swimming rules for competitive swimming will govern the meet.   In accordance with safety regulations, the pool deck is strictly limited to swimmers, coaches, officials, and meet personnel only.  

Racing Start Proficiency:  Any swimmer entered in the meet must be certified by a USA Swimming member coach as being proficient in performing a racing start or must start each race from within the water. When unaccompanied by a member-coach, it is the responsibility of the swimmer or the swimmer’s legal guardian to ensure compliance with this requirement. 

Recording Devices: Use of audio or visual recording devices, including a cell phone, is not permitted in changing areas, rest rooms or locker rooms.

Deck Changing:  Except where venue facilities require otherwise, changing into or out of swimsuits other than in locker rooms or other designated areas is not appropriate and is prohibited. 

Meet Operations: 

· Flyover starts will be used in timed final events at the discretion of the meet referee.  
· Positive check in is required for all athletes.	

Entries:	Limit: Swimmers are limited to 3 individual event and 1 relays
		Deck Entries: No Deck entries will be accepted  
Entry Times: Entry times must be submitted in 100ths of seconds. 
Entry Fees:  Entry fee is $8.00 per individual  event, $16.00 per relay, and  a $2.50 athlete surcharge, $5.00 Heat sheet fee (heat sheets available on Meet Mobile)
